The COVID-19 pandemic had a significant influence on mental health.  Much has been extremely detrimental, including a steep rise in mental health diagnoses across all demographics.  For example, here on Long Island we have seen reports of rising adolescent depression worsened by the pandemic.   However, the pandemic’s impact has also led to a new understanding of mental health, its relationship to physical health, its significance in our society, and the need to offer more practical and transparent solutions.

Dr. Liat Jarkon is an experienced and respected psychiatrist specializing in child, adolescent, and adult psychiatry and has been in private practice for 30 years. She received her DO from NYITCOM and her MPH from Columbia University.
