WHO MAY APPLY?
Current support staff employees of a library or library system in Suffolk County with a minimum of three
years of consecutive service and a current membership in the Suffolk County Library Association (SCLA).
Applicants must be pursuing academic or career-related coursework, be a resident of Suffolk County, and
demonstrate a dedication to library service. Previous recipients of the SCLA Continuing Education Award
for Library Support Staff may not apply again. This scholarship is not open to LMS holders pursuing an
administrative degree. 

WHAT IS THE APPLICATION PROCESS?
Complete the 2025 Continuing Education For Library Support Staff Scholarship Application. 
Please note, you will be required to have 3 references and will need to submit an unofficial transcript
showing your completed continuing education credits. 

WHEN IS THE APPLICATION DEADLINE?
All applications, and supporting documents, are due NO LATER than midnight on September 1, 2025. Any
applications or supporting documents received after this deadline will not be accepted.

The applicant must be a current member of the Suffolk County Library Association (SCLA), a
resident of Suffolk County, and demonstrate academic excellence and a commitment to a career in
librarianship.

Complete the 2025 Preparing New Librarians Scholarship Application. 
Please note, you will be required to have 3 references and will need to submit an unofficial transcript
showing your completed MLS degree credits. 

WHEN IS THE APPLICATION DEADLINE?
All applications, and supporting documents, are due NO LATER than midnight on September 1, 2025. Any
applications or supporting documents received after this deadline will not be accepted.
